3. Minutes and Statement of Account
Peter Lynne summarised the minutes of the last AGM in January 2006 and the statement of
the account on March 31% 2006

4. Annual Reports:

Chair of the Partnership

Peter Lynne highlighted some of the work of the executive over the last year. He talked about
the need for improved staff accommodation and the work to try and secure the pub. He also
informed the meeting about the new community first areas, two of which will be in Morriston.
He reminded the meeting that the co-ordinator and team are there to facilitate the work not to
do it.

Clase Forum

Sue Spencer summarised the news from the Clase Forum. She has been chairperson since June
and the forum is focusing on recycling facilities. Numbers at the meeting are growing and they
are moving to be every 2 month one in the afternoon and the next in the evening. The last two
meetings have been followed by a PACT meeting with the police.

Caemawr Forum

Julian Watts reported that there were more people attending meetings but there was alack of
input from residents from the estate. He expressed that they would like to work more closely
with Clase as they did not want to be ‘the forgotten part on the hill’. The main issue concerning



the forum currently is traffic issues and they have a meeting on October 17" with highways to
discuss specific road issues. They have been working with housing to erect a fence at the end of
Lon Hafren to prevent motorbike access. Councillors surgeries commence at the pod on
September 24™. The partnership are facilitating discussions with housing over a community
flat.

Kids Clubs/playscheme The Clase Kids Club is run by trained volunteers in term time every
Thursday after school from 3.30 — 5.30 in Clase Community Centre.

The entrance fee of 50p covers a small snack for the children. Activities include arts and crafts,
sports, and bingo where help is on hand to recognise numbers. The club extended to a two week
playscheme, every day from 10am until midday where the highlights were a tarpauling water
slide and the trip to Oakwood Park.

Friends of Clase

The Friends of Clase are a volunteer run group who meet on Monday mornings to think of
ways to raise fund to pay for things that cannot be covered by the local education authority.
The group is critically short of volunteers and is appealing for parents to spare a few hours a
week to get involved in this rewarding activity.

Carnival

Despite the rain, on the day of the carnival local residents were very supportive and gave
generously, the S.S.R band led the parade ending in the Clase School field. Entertainment
included stalls, rides, a magic show, and a dance show led by Danielle. The committee thanked
everyone for their support but due to the lack of volunteers this committee has folded and will
not run the carnival next year.

Environment Action Group
Presented By Keith Baker

They are very pleased to report that they are part of the CydCoed partnership and £20,000.00
will be spent worth the Leadfield project which is funding a landscape architect who has made
recommendations already. Primarily the funding is to be earmarked for pathways from
Beaconsview Road through the top of the park which is suitable for disabled and wheelchair
access which will allow a link through the Leadfield to the Morriston Park. This will allow
proper access to the park from two areas which will open the use of the park far more to local
residents. In addition another 3,500 trees are due to be planted around 9 feet in height and we
are trying to keep the natural habitat as much as possible. He believes that there are foxes and
other fauna on the site. Many people have been interested and there has been a kids tour, AM
support, press support and he has been overwhelmed by the support for the ideas and actions
to be taken at the Leadfield. They are very pleased that positive discussions are taking place
with the parks department but they currently still await approval and they look to the elect
representatives to see if they can put pressure on the parks department to bring the plans to
fruition. It would seem that the building services department are able to release apprentices to
carry out works at the Leadfield. On the other environmental issues recycling is a vital part and
at the current time there is no proper recycling facilities in the Clase or Caemawr areas. It is
hoped that recycling centres can be set up at the schools and other sites in the area to foster
recycling.



TheView

The View is a community house at number 17 Beaconsview Road run by volunteers that is
open for local residents to chill out, enjoy reasonably priced food, and take part in groups and
classes. Sue Rees is the Sure Start health visitor who 1s on hand once a week to give advice and
information as well as providing a nutritious meal for mums and children. Vicky from Project
Sol has been sharing her knowledge of homeopathic remedies and running a free clinic. Laura
came to the View on Wednesdays over the summer to run mosaic classes, and subsequently
there are a number of mosaics in addition to the planned panels. Tutti fruitti has been running
successfully this year offering fruit, veg, and salad bags for £2 each. The food preparation
doesn’t stop there, the View have also catered for a number of events throughout the year. The
View is open all week to all local residents and has a meeting every Monday morning to discuss
concerns.

Family Centre
Karen Evans introduced herself as the new family centre development worker. She started work
on August 1% and has been working hard putting in grant applications.

Communities First Team

Prue Thimbleby presented the Annual Report (attached) and highlighted some of the projects
which had not been specifically reported on. These included Youth Work, the Primary
Democracy Project and Forest School which will become a useful resource for local schools.
Talking about the Digital Inclusion Project, she showed screen shots from the website and a
digital story from the family learning group at Graig School. She also highlighted the Health and
Wellbeing Day and the project which will survey local health needs as soon as Robin returns.
She updated the meeting on changes in the staff team and accommodation plans. Lastly she
passed around copies of the newsletter and told everyone about the new CV/job application
session starting at the View on Monday afternoons. Sue Reid added that a stop smoking group
will also start soon.

The discussions from the Clase & Caemawr Forum were reported to the meeting. Clase Forum
preferred a majority of residents (12:8) Caemawr Forum had suggested 10:10 but had been
open to other suggestions.

Everyone agreed that more residents were essential and a 12:8 ratio was agreed as follows:
Independent chair plus

12 local people (4 Clase Forum, 4 Caemawr Forum and 4 invited from local groups and
businesses to reflect diversity)

8 service providers including Councillors, Council officers, Agency representatives

Peter Lynne suggested that the councillors and the directors of the trust remained the same to
give continuity. This is Cllr Ceinwen Thomas for Myndd Bach ward and ClIr John Davis for



Morriston ward. Directors of the Development Trust are Vince Millband for representing an
agency, Charles White representing a local group and Peter Lynne representing a local business.
Clase and Caemawr Forum are both scheduled to meet in October and will select 4
representatives each before the first meeting of the new executive.

Peter Lynne has been extremely busy and would be very happy to support a new chair person.
A nomination had been received for Hazel Hunter from DACE to be chair, nominated by Sue
Spencer seconded by Julian Watts. There were no other nominations. Hazel was voted
unanimously as new independent chairperson for the executive.
